INSTRUCTIONS

1. Application fee is $100.  Check payable to “SD Board of Technical Professions.”

2. On page 3, list your experience since age 18.  Non-internship work must be listed, such as “McDonalds”. The name of your supervisor is not necessary.  

3. Complete the open-book take home exam over South Dakota laws and return it to this office.

4. Make 5 photocopies of the Confidential Exam Reference Form, complete your portion and mail to all licensed land surveyors who supervised your work.  If you have not worked under 5 land surveyors, list other land surveyors with whom you are associated and are familiar with your work. Two of the references can be character references.  We must have at least 5 references.  Include stamped envelopes addressed to this office for the reference to mail back to this office. 

5. Complete your portion and mail the Verification of Academic Record to the school you attended.  Include a stamped envelope addressed to this office. 
6. Complete your portion and mail the State License Verification Form to the state where you passed the Fundamentals of Surveying (FS) with a stamped envelope addressed to this office.  This is not necessary if you passed the FS in South Dakota.

 All references and verifications must be mailed directly to us by the appropriate persons.  

If approved, you will get an approval letter from the Board to take the exam with further instructions on how to sign up. The exam fee is separate from the application fee.
